The Julian Historical Society was incorporated in 1963, when a group of local
historians got together to preserve Julian's past for future generations. Over
the past 60 plus years much has been done toward their original goal. 

Then began the chore of documenting words, photographs, and preserving
our past with the help of monthly speakers presenting Julian's past and
present history. In 1970, when a one room school building was scheduled for
demolition, they went to work raising funds and soliciting volunteers to save
the building. The Santa Ysabel School at Witch Creek was soon moved 10
miles up the hill to Julian and placed in its current location on Fourth Street.
The County of San Diego made a place for the building in Pioneer Park, and
for a short time, it became Julian's second public library. This treasured
building was vacated when a larger library was built and now it is the home
of the Julian Historical Society.

Then a home was needed for the fully restored 1912 Mack Stage and 1924
Cadillac Bus.  The Stageline Garage was built in Pioneer Park to house the
vehicles for the public to enjoy.

The Witch Creek School building and the Stageline Garage and many other
artifacts may be seen by visiting Pioneer Park, 2133 Fourth Street, Julian. The
Julian Historical Society buildings are open to the public the first full
weekend of every month.

THE HISTORY OF JULIAN

Julian was born following the Civil War, 
when displaced Confederate veterans
 headed West to seek their fortunes in 
a new, largely unsettled land. Among 
these were cousins Drue Bailey and 
Mike Julian, who found a lush meadow 
between Volcan Mountain and the 
Cuyamacas to their liking. They stayed 
and were there in 1869, when cattleman 
Fred Coleman, a black man, found the 
first flecks of gold in a creek. So began 
San Diego County’s first and only gold 
rush.  By 1934, after over 60 years of 
mining, the total gold production for 
the Julian region was estimated at 
between $4,000,000 and $5,000,000.

The town was named Julian City, in honor of Mike, who later was
elected San Diego County Assessor. Tent housing gave way to brick
and wood buildings, many of which survive today.  A walk in the
downtown area reveals buildings dating back to the 1870’s.  The
town was never big; at the most boasting a population of about 600,
more than reside within the downtown, historic district today.
 
Following the gold rush, the pioneers began farming the rich land.
While many crops were planted and animals pastured, Julian
turned out to be a good place to grow apples. Julian
                                                  apples took first prizes in competitions at 
                                                  the Chicago World’s Fair in 1893 and The
                                                  San Francisco World’s Fair in 1915.  Julian’s
                                                  apples also took top awards at the LA
                                                  County Fair for 22 years.  Apples continue
                                                  to be cultivated in Julian. Their sweet
                                                  fresh flavor lures thousands to the
                                                  mountains each fall, when visitors will    
                                                  find crisp fruit, homemade cider, and
                                                  other delicacies.

AFRICAN AMERICAN PIONEERS OF JULIAN
COLEMAN, A. E. (FRED)
Late in 1869, he paused at a little creek to let his horse drink, when a
glitter of gold in the stream caught his eye.  Raising livestock in Julian
since the early 1860’s, Coleman, a 41-year-old native of Kentucky, had
worked in the gold fields of northern California and knew what he saw.
Wasting no time, he started panning with the skillet he had in his pack.
It didn’t take long before the word spread, and that little creek was soon
crawling with dozens of gold-pan-wielding and sluice-box-shaking
fanatics.  Fred Coleman was the first, and the creek, from which the gold
strike was made, starting off the Julian boom, was named for him. The
Coleman Mining District was formed with Fred being duly elected
recorder.

GREEN, J.
He was another respected black pioneer.  He worked in the Julian livery
stable in the mid-1870’s.  A hard-working, independent man who was
known for being as “honest as the day is long”, it was said he was thrifty,
often lending money to needy white folks.

NEWTON, AMERICA
One of Julian’s most colorful characters was an ex-slave arriving in 1872
from Independence, Missouri.  Assisted by Mr. and Mrs. James Cole and
family, she filed an 80-acre homestead 2 miles West of Julian.  Mr. Cole
built her a comfortable cabin, a two-wheeled cart and gave her a fat
sleek roan horse to pull the cart.  America did laundry for Julian residents
and the miners using the old-time washboard and tubs, she turned out
excellent work.  Her irons were all heated over a grill in her fireplace.  
 Being illiterate, America would ask various persons to sign her name for
her whenever necessary for business reasons.  She carried a two-bit
piece in her handkerchief, which she carefully removed from her pocket,
and pointing to the word “America” in the United States of America
stamped on the coin, she would say, “write it just like that”. She loved
visitors but became quite hard of hearing and used a huge ear trumpet. 
 The 14th Constitutional Amendment introduced in 1868, permitted
America to become the proud owner of her homestead in 1891.  She sold
her property December 13, 1913 with the understanding she could make
her home there the remainder of her life.  She died of pneumonia
January 12, 1917. 

ROBINSON, ALBERT AND MARGARET TULL
 Albert, a former slave, and Margaret met and
married in Julian and were outstanding cooks. 
 They built a little bakery and restaurant.  
That building was eventually torn down
to make way for their Robinson Hotel.  In 1918 
that hotel was to become the Julian Hotel, 
the longest continually operating hotel in 
Southern California.  It is on Main Street and is
still a charming place to stay.

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                                                             The California Wolf Center, located in
                           Julian, is a nonprofit dedicated to the conservation of
wolves and their habitats. Since its founding in 1977, the center has
focused on education, research, and recovery efforts, particularly for the
endangered Mexican gray wolf. The center manages a managed-care
wolf population and contributes to wolf recovery programs, including
breeding and releasing Mexican gray wolves into the wild.

Visitors can tour the center to learn about wolf behavior, the ecological
importance of apex predators, and the challenges wolves face in the
modern world. The center offers a variety of educational programs,
including guided tours, field trips, and virtual experiences. These
initiatives foster public understanding and promote coexistence
between humans and wolves.

Beyond education, the center advocates for policies that support wolf
recovery and collaborates with agencies across the Southwest to
expand reintroduction efforts. The California Wolf Center remains a
leader in wolf conservation, making it an essential destination for
wildlife enthusiasts and conservationists alike.

LAKE CUYAMACA, CALIFORNIA 
Nestled in the Cuyamaca Mountains at over 4,600
feet, Lake Cuyamaca is a year-round alpine
escape in San Diego County’s backcountry. A
man-made reservoir set against a backdrop of
pine forests and open

meadows, it offers anglers some of the region’s only year-round trout
fishing. Stocked regularly, the lake is a beloved destination for both
novice and seasoned fishers.

Beyond fishing, Lake Cuyamaca is a hub for outdoor recreation. Hikers
explore nearby trails like the Stonewall Peak climb, while kayakers and
boaters enjoy calm waters with mountain vistas. In winter, the
surrounding area may see snowfall, adding to the charm of lakeside
cabins and campgrounds.

With an on-site restaurant, picnic spots, and wildlife viewing (keep an
eye out for bald eagles), Lake Cuyamaca blends adventure with
tranquility, making it a quintessential stop for mountain-bound travelers.

Instead, it falls under the jurisdiction of County of San Diego. Many of the
amenities visitors enjoy are made possible through community
volunteers.  The Julian Chamber of Commerce maintains 25 trash cans
throughout town and funds daily trash collection, and also provides
public restrooms. The Chamber is grateful to Supervisor Joel Anderson
for securing grant funding to help support these important visitor
services.

Please don’t litter. Visitors are here to experience the fresh mountain
air and beautiful scenery. So is everyone else, including those who live
and work here. Please put litter in its place.
Please treat the public restrooms with care. Maintaining public
restrooms is the Chamber’s most costly service. Vandalism and theft
are a constant struggle. Please help keep these restrooms in service
by respecting them.
Please park only in designated areas. The roads are narrow in the
backcountry. Those who park where they don’t belong may hinder
emergency services.  
Bring refillable water bottles. There is not a sophisticated recycling
program here, so everyone’s help is appreciated.
Respect private property. Guests are asked to be responsible and
respect local homes, farms and orchards.
Share the road. Most ways into Julian are by two-lane roads, and it
may be tempting to pass on a double-yellow line. Please be respectful
of other drivers and pass only when permitted by law and use
turnouts. Please watch for motorcycles. 
Check road conditions. Snow and ice are common during the winter
months. 
Be prepared with chains.. For road updates, visit Caltrans Quickmap
at quickmap.dot.ca.gov.
Respect the wildlife. Visitors are likely to see deer, turkeys, foxes and
racoons, to name a few. Mountain lions and coyotes also call the
Julian area home. Please don’t approach, feed or harass any wildlife
you are lucky enough to encounter.
Please don’t pick the flowers. Imagine the disappointment of
traveling to Julian to see the wildflowers, daffodils and lilacs, only to
find there are none. Did you know that every year, hundreds of
daffodil bulbs are planted locally by volunteers. Please be respectful
of those efforts and refrain from going onto private property to “just
pick one.” It’s unfair and robs others of the opportunity to enjoy them. 

 Join with residents in helping to keep the town safe
and enjoyable for all who live here and visit.

	The Julian Historical Society
	The Julian Historical Society was incorporated in 1963, when a group of local historians got together to preserve Julian's past for future generations. Over the past 60 plus years much has been done toward their original goal.
	Then began the chore of documenting words, photographs, and preserving our past with the help of monthly speakers presenting Julian's past and present history. In 1970, when a one room school building was scheduled for demolition, they went to work raising funds and soliciting volunteers to save the building. The Santa Ysabel School at Witch Creek was soon moved 10 miles up the hill to Julian and placed in its current location on Fourth Street. The County of San Diego made a place for the building in Pioneer Park, and for a short time, it became Julian's second public library. This treasured building was vacated when a larger library was built and now it is the home of the Julian Historical Society.
	Then a home was needed for the fully restored 1912 Mack Stage and 1924 Cadillac Bus.  The Stageline Garage was built in Pioneer Park to house the vehicles for the public to enjoy.
	The Witch Creek School building and the Stageline Garage and many other artifacts may be seen by visiting Pioneer Park, 2133 Fourth Street, Julian. The Julian Historical Society buildings are open to the public the first full weekend of every month.

	THE HISTORY OF JULIAN
	Julian was born following the Civil War,  when displaced Confederate veterans  headed West to seek their fortunes in  a new, largely unsettled land. Among  these were cousins Drue Bailey and  Mike Julian, who found a lush meadow  between Volcan Mountain and the  Cuyamacas to their liking. They stayed  and were there in 1869, when cattleman  Fred Coleman, a black man, found the  first flecks of gold in a creek. So began  San Diego County’s first and only gold  rush.  By 1934, after over 60 years of  mining, the total gold production for  the Julian region was estimated at  between $4,000,000 and $5,000,000.
	The town was named Julian City, in honor of Mike, who later was elected San Diego County Assessor. Tent housing gave way to brick and wood buildings, many of which survive today.  A walk in the downtown area reveals buildings dating back to the 1870’s.  The town was never big; at the most boasting a population of about 600, more than reside within the downtown, historic district today.
	Following the gold rush, the pioneers began farming the rich land. While many crops were planted and animals pastured, Julian turned out to be a good place to grow apples. Julian                                                   apples took first prizes in competitions at                                                    the Chicago World’s Fair in 1893 and The                                                   San Francisco World’s Fair in 1915.  Julian’s                                                   apples also took top awards at the LA                                                   County Fair for 22 years.  Apples continue                                                   to be cultivated in Julian. Their sweet                                                   fresh flavor lures thousands to the                                                   mountains each fall, when visitors will                                                       find crisp fruit, homemade cider, and                                                   other delicacies.

	AFRICAN AMERICAN PIONEERS OF JULIAN
	COLEMAN, A. E. (FRED) Late in 1869, he paused at a little creek to let his horse drink, when a glitter of gold in the stream caught his eye.  Raising livestock in Julian since the early 1860’s, Coleman, a 41-year-old native of Kentucky, had worked in the gold fields of northern California and knew what he saw.  Wasting no time, he started panning with the skillet he had in his pack.  It didn’t take long before the word spread, and that little creek was soon crawling with dozens of gold-pan-wielding and sluice-box-shaking fanatics.  Fred Coleman was the first, and the creek, from which the gold strike was made, starting off the Julian boom, was named for him. The Coleman Mining District was formed with Fred being duly elected recorder.
	GREEN, J. He was another respected black pioneer.  He worked in the Julian livery stable in the mid-1870’s.  A hard-working, independent man who was known for being as “honest as the day is long”, it was said he was thrifty, often lending money to needy white folks.
	NEWTON, AMERICA One of Julian’s most colorful characters was an ex-slave arriving in 1872 from Independence, Missouri.  Assisted by Mr. and Mrs. James Cole and family, she filed an 80-acre homestead 2 miles West of Julian.  Mr. Cole built her a comfortable cabin, a two-wheeled cart and gave her a fat sleek roan horse to pull the cart.  America did laundry for Julian residents and the miners using the old-time washboard and tubs, she turned out excellent work.  Her irons were all heated over a grill in her fireplace.    Being illiterate, America would ask various persons to sign her name for her whenever necessary for business reasons.  She carried a two-bit piece in her handkerchief, which she carefully removed from her pocket, and pointing to the word “America” in the United States of America stamped on the coin, she would say, “write it just like that”. She loved visitors but became quite hard of hearing and used a huge ear trumpet.   The 14th Constitutional Amendment introduced in 1868, permitted America to become the proud owner of her homestead in 1891.  She sold her property December 13, 1913 with the understanding she could make her home there the remainder of her life.  She died of pneumonia January 12, 1917.
	ROBINSON, ALBERT AND MARGARET TULL  Albert, a former slave, and Margaret met and married in Julian and were outstanding cooks.   They built a little bakery and restaurant.   That building was eventually torn down to make way for their Robinson Hotel.  In 1918  that hotel was to become the Julian Hotel,  the longest continually operating hotel in  Southern California.  It is on Main Street and is still a charming place to stay.

	There are so many options for hiking in our area that you'll want to come back time and time again to experience all the beauty that our area has to offer.
	Stonewall Peak Trail MODERATE 2.0 miles each way, steady gain in elevation of 900 ft. Suitable for energetic youngster. Well-graded trail to the summit of Stonewall Peak, last section on exposed ridge but with steps and handrail. Great views from the peak. Trail head and parking is across from entrance to PASO PICACHO Campground at the picnic area.
	Juaquapin Trail MODERATE 3-mile scenic loop climbing via East Side Trail and Juaquapin Trail with a steepish return by Dyar Spring Trail. Gain in elevation 400 ft. Well-graded trail through oaks, open meadows, partly by a flowing stream. Opportunities for wildflowers and deer. Trail head and parking at turnoff for the Park Museum.

A man-made reservoir set against a backdrop of pine forests and open
	meadows, it offers anglers some of the region’s only year-round trout fishing. Stocked regularly, the lake is a beloved destination for both novice and seasoned fishers.
	Beyond fishing, Lake Cuyamaca is a hub for outdoor recreation. Hikers explore nearby trails like the Stonewall Peak climb, while kayakers and boaters enjoy calm waters with mountain vistas. In winter, the surrounding area may see snowfall, adding to the charm of lakeside cabins and campgrounds.
	With an on-site restaurant, picnic spots, and wildlife viewing (keep an eye out for bald eagles), Lake Cuyamaca blends adventure with tranquility, making it a quintessential stop for mountain-bound travelers.
	The California Wolf Center, located in                            Julian, is a nonprofit dedicated to the conservation of wolves and their habitats. Since its founding in 1977, the center has focused on education, research, and recovery efforts, particularly for the endangered Mexican gray wolf. The center manages a managed-care wolf population and contributes to wolf recovery programs, including breeding and releasing Mexican gray wolves into the wild.
	Visitors can tour the center to learn about wolf behavior, the ecological importance of apex predators, and the challenges wolves face in the modern world. The center offers a variety of educational programs, including guided tours, field trips, and virtual experiences. These initiatives foster public understanding and promote coexistence between humans and wolves.
